The playing surface for the All Weather 
Pitch is now complete and work 
continues on construction of the 
footpath along the east side of the Club 
House building. 
 
15th August 2008 
At this point 2 slabs had been laid and 
the area for the next 2 has been cleared 
and battened. 
 
16th August 2008 
The 3rd slab was poured; work is 
expected to continue over the coming 
weekends to pour the final 2 slabs. 
 
30th August 2008 
Slabs 4 & 5 were laid in a single morning. The remaining tasks are to 
dig out and lay the final, sloped entry slap and gate threshold. 
 
2nd September 2008 
Today saw the first team step onto the 
Astroturf for training. The Under 15’s 
squad, managed by Russell Harvey, 
had the honour of testing out the facility 
first hand. 
 
At this time a temporary pathway has 
been put in place to allow access, until 
the east side footpath is complete. 
 
 



6th September 2008 
Some retrofitting work is required to prevent 
run off of stones and dirt onto the southern 
edge of the pitch. To date approximately 2/3 of 
the south side have been dug out a wooden 
battening laid. The remaining work is in 
progress, with the digging complete. 
 
8th September 2008 
With the temporary footpath in place, the 
Fleetdown United All Weather Training Facility 
is now a going concern. Teams will pay 
£30.00 per hour to use the facility, which includes the use of training 
balls, goal posts and cones. All funds generated will be used to repay 
the considerable loan that Fleetdown United have taken out to make 
this important club investment. 
 
There is still plenty of work to do over the coming months and a big 
shortage of volunteers. Now, more than ever, the club needs 
everyone to give up just a couple of hours of your time to help with 
maintenance,  
 
If anyone can offer some time to help out it with this task it will be 
greatly appreciated.
