The last time these teams met there was a fast paced stalemate in 
the first half but when our keeper was badly hurt in the second the 
game was quickly lost. 
 
This time round again the game started well with both sides playing 
an attacking game and putting plays together. What did differ 
however was that Danson had a very solid back four while Fleetdown 
looked very shaky when defending. It was not long though until again 
Danson's discipline let them down costing them a penalty, which 
Daniel drilled home. This motivated Danson though and they scored 
in open play to draw level and a great game of Football was the 
consequence. 
 
Both teams were playing well but it was Fleetdown who were having 
the most chances and scored when Terry broke clear of the defence 
to go up against their keeper. He scored his second under similar 
circumstances but battled for many more chances and showed great 
leadership. Despite the efforts of Danson's talented right-winger (who 
was marked out of the game by left-back Tom, who had a great 
game) Fleetdown were able to make a series of attacks down the left 
wing with some intelligent linked play by Lewis B & Daniel, which led 
to Danson losing their shape so that by half time Fleetdown were 3-1 
up and playing the better football.  
 
The second half however saw complacency creep in for a while, as 
the boys again lost concentration. Danson moved their right-winger 
up to centre-forward and he was supplied with the balls to give our 
central defence problems. Two woeful defensive errors later and he 
had scored two goals, though both were finished with great shots by 
him. 
 
With the score now level Fleetdown focused to bring the 
performances to level pegging again. Making the most attacking 
plays another Fleetdown goal was always going to be the reward and 
when Danson's keeper failed to keep hold of his shot Terry had the 
reflexes to chest the ball into goal. With Fleet's central midfield (of 
Daniel & George S) dominating their surroundings, Danson were 
forced into playing long balls over them in order to supply their 
Strikers. Here yet again sweeper Martin showed there wasn't a ball
